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The line graph shows detailed percentage of students accessing
three school facilities from 2019 to 2021. Throughout the three-year
period, the gym has consistently remained the most frequented facility,
with over 60% of students using it, and the number is increasing. Club
office, on the other hand, was the least popular facility in 2019, but
became increasingly popular over the years, as can be seen from the
steady rise from 20% to 45%. Last, the study center / library witnessed
a drop in students, from 50% in 2019, to 40% in 2020, and to 30% in
2021.

Frankly, I don’t think the graph really reflects how often we access
those facilities in our school. For starters, only a few of us, probably
less than 10%, dare to visit the study center because of COVID-related
concerns. We are still hesitant about staying in a cramped environment
for an extended period, especially when our study center is located in
the basement of school buildings where ventilation is poor. There’s
also a newly-built gym on campus, equipped with several latest models
of fitness facilities, yet not many of us can go there since it’s mostly
reserved for school sports teams throughout the week. However, many
of us do frequent the club office, since our school encourages club
activities and we usually meet there for discussion about club events.
All in all, there would have been different results if the same survey
had been conducted on students in my school.
