• Jenny expressed her gratitude to Peter for his complimentary remark about her appearance.

• I have two complimentary tickets for the rugby match. Would you like to go with me?

(1) give/pay sb. a compliment 讚美某人
• It costs nothing to give someone a compliment, and you may be surprised at what you receive in return.

(2) return the compliment 回敬別人的稱讚
• “You look so beautiful today.” “I can return the compliment, for so do you!”

(3) with one’s/the compliments of sb. 某人敬贈
• The first glass of wine is on the house, with the compliments of the manager.

    • When his book was published, it received a lot of praise.

    ② greeting 問候；祝賀（一般用複數）
    • When I ran into Jack on the street, he gave me a few words of greeting.

(2) 字辨
    ① complement vt. 與……相配；補充　n. [C] 補充物；補語
    • The colors of the furniture and curtains complement each other.

    • The ship has its full complement of officers and men.

    ② complementary adj. 互補的
    • The roles of the sexes are complementary to each other.

k2. spiteful adj. 懷恨的；惡意的
spite vt. 惡意對待；刁難　同 humiliate, hurt

• To spite me, he complained to the police about my dog.

(1) out of spite 為了洩恨；出於惡意
• The boy destroyed his brother’s textbook out of spite.

(2) in spite of 儘管；雖然
• In spite of all his hard work, Mark failed his final exam.

(3) in spite of oneself 不由自主地
• Seeing the funny scene, the girl laughed in spite of herself.

4. argue vi. 吵架；爭論；證明
argumentative adj. 好辯論的
• I don’t like to be with Jenny, for she has an argumentative nature.

(1) argue against 反駁；反證
 • Base on the results of his experiment, he argued against the scientist’s latest theory.

(2) argue sb. out of 說服某人不做某事
 • I argued her out of traveling alone to Indonesia.

(3) argue for 為……而爭辯；爭取
 • A lot of people went out on the street to argue for the right to vote.

比較argue、discuss、debate、dispute、quarrel的區別：
(1) argue 爭論；主張（強調以理由或證據來說服）
   • Kim argued with the waiter about the bill.

(2) discuss 討論
   • I’d like to discuss the matter with you in person.

(3) debate 辯論（強調正反兩方的對立）
   • These two candidates debated with each other in public about the new educational reform.

(4) dispute 爭辯（暗示氣氛狂熱且激憤）
   • The robbers disputed violently the issue of what to do with the money they had taken from the bank.

(5) quarrel 吵架（暗示有很多吵鬧聲）
   • My neighbors quarreled bitterly last night, making a lot of noise.

6. distribute vt. 分配；發送；分布　同 allot, deliver, give out

distributed adj. 分配的；分布的
• We’ve learned from the book that this plant belongs to a widely distributed species.

distributor n. [C] 分配者；經銷商
• His father works as a distributor of beer and tobacco to local stores.

7. dull adj. 無聊的；遲鈍的；陰沉的　同 uninteresting, slow

dull vt. vi. （使）遲鈍
• The drugs dulled her pain, so she felt more comfortable after taking them.

• She wept, and then her spirit dulled as she started walking home.

dullness n. [U] 遲鈍；單調
• The dullness of that man’s life has made him grow old faster.

(1) All work and no play makes Jack a dull boy.

（【諺】整天工作不玩樂會讓人變笨。）
(2) (as) dull as ditchwater/dishwater 乏味至極
   • I feel the lecture the professor is giving is dull as ditchwater/dishwater.

8. speedy adj. 快速的；立刻的　同 rapid  反 slow, late

speed vt. vi. （使）急行；超速
• Security guards sped the old man to a waiting ambulance.

• The police said the man had been speeding for over ten minutes.

speed n. [U,C] 迅速；速度
• We can’t go any faster; we’re already moving at top speed.

speeding n. [U] 超速 adj. 疾馳的；超速的
• My brother was fined NT$3,000 for speeding.
• Be careful of the speeding cars when you walk across the busy street.

9. recovery n. [C (usually sing.), U] 康復；取回
recover vt. vi. 恢復；找回
• The patient recovered immediately after the doctor tried the new treatment. It was surprisingly effective.

• Despite much effort, they still couldn’t recover the gold from the sunken ship.

(1) recover from 從……恢復
• She has just recovered from a severe illness, so she is still very weak.

(2) recovery room （手術後）恢復室
11. bond vi. 與……建立關係
bondage n. [U] 束縛；奴役
• Think twice before you decide to marry someone; it may take years to get out of bondage.

字辨
(1) bind vt. 綁；包紮；束縛
 • Remember to bind the package with a string before mailing it.

(2) bound vi. 跳躍　vt. 定界線
 • On hearing a strange sound, the dog bounded out of the house.

 • The U.S. is bounded on the north by Canada.
12. peer n. [C] (usually pl.) 同儕　同 fellow；（英國的）貴族　同 nobleman

peerless adj. 無比的；無雙的  同 matchless, supreme　反 ordinary, mediocre

• Most people believe that Greek sculpture has a peerless beauty.

(1) peer group 同儕團體
(2) peer pressure 同儕壓力
14. receiver n. [C] 接受者　反 sender；聽筒
receive vt. 收到；接待
• I often receive encouragement from my parents and teachers when I have some difficulty.

receipt n. [U,C] 收到；收據
• Please sign here to acknowledge receipt of the parcel.

• Make sure you hold onto your receipt so you can get a refund if you need to.

reception n. [U,C] 服務臺；招待會
• If you need anything while you’re staying at the hotel, just ask for it at the reception desk.

• There will be a reception for the new club members this afternoon.

receptionist n. [C] 接待員
• Her mother works as a receptionist at the hotel near the riverbank.

15. awkwardness n. [U] 難為情；尷尬；笨拙
awkward adj. 笨拙的；難用的；尷尬的  同 unpleasant, uncomfortable, embarrassed

• Louis has just been in Taiwan for one week, so he is still awkward when using chopsticks.

• This jug has such an awkward spout that it spills water when it pours.

16. object n. [C] 物體　同 article；對象；目的　同 aim

• The object of our visit is to learn more about the place and its culture.

object vi. 反對　同 oppose, refuse　反 approve, consent

• Environmentalists objected to the construction of a new nuclear power plant near the village.

objection n. [U,C] 反對；反對的理由 同 disapproval, opposition　反 agreement, support

• His main objection to the project is that it will cost too much money.

objective adj. 客觀的
• You should take an objective view of the situation before making any decisions.

補充
(1) subject 主題；學科；主觀
• He still gets embarrassed when the subject is raised.

(2) subjective 主觀的　反 objective

• Your point of view is too subjective; you should listen to others’ opinions.

21. undeserved adj. 不應得的
deserve vt. 應得；值得
• Bill’s parents said that he deserved a special reward because of his hard work.

deserved adj. 應得的；理所當然的
• It was a richly deserved honor for the man, as he had worked at his company for thirty years.

(1) sb. deserves it （某人）活該
• He didn’t study and failed the finals. He deserved it.

(2) deserve N/to be p.p. 應該得到
• Peter cheated on the exam. He deserves punishment/to be punished for his dishonest act.

22. sincere adj. 誠摯的；真誠的　同 genuine　反 deceitful, affected

• Some doubted whether the singer was really sincere in wanting to help the poor children.

sincerely adv. 誠摯地；真誠地  反 insincerely

• Since Ted apologized sincerely for the damage he had caused, I forgave him.

Yours sincerely/Sincerely yours 謹啟
23. specific adj. 詳盡的；明確的；特別的  同 certain, precise

specifics n. (pl.) 細節
• We agree in general, so let’s get down to the specifics.

specifically adv. 明確地；特別地
• The girl was specifically told to be back before 10 p.m..

24. mumble vt. vi. 含糊地說；咕噥地說
比較mumble、murmur、whisper的區別：
(1) mumble （閉嘴）嘟噥（強調令人聽不清楚）
(2) murmur 喃喃自語（用於發牢騷）
(3) whisper 耳語（強調聲音的輕柔）
25. half-hearted adj. 不認真的  同 cold, indifferent　反 whole-hearted

half-heartedly adv. 不熱心地；冷淡地反 coldly, indifferently　反 whole-heartedly

• If you work half-heartedly without a definite goal, you will get nowhere.

26. hasty adj. 倉促的；輕率的　同 rushed, impulsive

hasten vi. vt. 趕快；促進
• As soon as I heard the news, I hastened to the site.

• You can hasten the growth of a plant by keeping it under the light for twenty-four hours a day.

hastily adv. 倉促地；急速地
• Monica ran hastily to the classroom when the bell rang.

(1) in haste 匆忙地；草率地
• You do not benefit if you do your homework in haste.

(2) Marry in haste and repent at leisure. 結婚太急，後悔莫及。
(3) More haste, less speed./The more haste, the less speed./Haste makes waste.

【諺】欲速則不達。
27. adequately adv. 足夠地；適當地
adequacy n. [U] 足夠　同 suitability；適當  同 sufficiency

• I question his adequacy for the job. I think we can find someone better.

inadequate adj. 不足的；不適當的
• The disease spread quickly because of poor living conditions and inadequate health care.

比較adequate、sufficient、enough的區別：
(1) adequate：足夠的（常暗示充分但剛好足夠的程度）。
(2) sufficient：能充分滿足某種需要或目的的，較為正式的用語。
(3) enough：和sufficient同義，但較為口語化。
29. capable adj. 有能力的；有……可能性的  同 competent, qualified

incapable adj. 不能的；不會的
• Jack is such an honest person that he is incapable of telling a lie.

II片語
1. in no time 馬上；立刻　同 right away, at once, immediately

(1) at times 有時；偶爾　同 (every) now and then, from time to time, once in a while, on occasion

• In the Sahara Desert, cacti and the tracks of camels can be seen at times.

(2) for the time being 暫時；現在
• For the time being, there is nothing more important than your health.

(3) from time to time 有時；偶爾
• Don’t take it too seriously. We all make mistakes from time to time.

(4) in time 及時
• If you don’t drive faster, we won’t get to the theater in time.

(5) on time 準時
• I overslept this morning, but I still managed to make it to school on time.

2. make one’s day 令某人開心
 (1) make a day of it 痛痛快快玩一天
• There is no school tomorrow. Let’s make a day of it.

(2) have/take a day off 休假一天
• The workers at that factory have a day off on Wednesday.

3. come across as 具有……特質
• He comes across as being decent, for I have never heard him use any dirty words.

come across 偶遇；使人能理解
• This morning I came across an old friend of mine on my way to school.

• The speaker spoke for a long time, but I’m afraid what he said did not come across clearly.

4. follow...up (with) （以……）接續……

• To ensure that Peter would come to the party, I followed up my phone call with a letter.

follow up 緊追；再接再厲
• They followed up the lead and finally caught the murderer.

• The scholar followed up his linguistic studies with anthropological ones.

(1) 表示過去某動作或狀態持續到現在：
• Patty has studied painting since she was young.

• John has stayed in Taipei for two months.

(2) 表示過去某動作或狀態已／未完成，常與副詞just、yet或already連用：
• We have just heard the news from Jane.

• I haven’t done my science report yet.

(3) 表示到目前為止有過或從未有過的經驗：
• I have been to the theme park twice.

• Taipei 101 is the tallest building (that) David has ever seen.

3 接著，再說明「過去完成式」的動作和狀態的截止時間是在過去，而其使用時機如下：
(1) 比過去某個動作更早發生的動作：
• By the time Neal arrived home, Sarah had already eaten dinner and gone to bed.

• We had waited for half an hour before the train pulled into the station.

注意 若副詞子句以before或after引導時，由於動作發生的時間先後順序已經很清楚，因此先發生的動作也可以只用過去簡單式表示。
(2) 過去某動作和狀態持續到過去某時為止：
• The old man had been sick for a week when he was sent to the hospital.

• He said that he had taught English for a living since coming to Taiwan.

(3) 表示到過去某時為止有過或從未有過的經驗：
• He did not take my advice even though I had warned him.

• Until then the country girl had never been abroad.

Ⅱ. The more/less adj./adv. + S + V, the more/less adj./adv. + S + V

The adj.-er/adv.-er + S + V, the adj.-er/adv.-er + S + V

1複習比較級的特殊結構，表示「愈……，愈……」，說明一種因果關係，而其基本形式為「The + 形容詞比較級（+ 名詞）／副詞比較級 + S + V, the + 形容詞比較級（+ 名詞）／副詞比較級 + S + V」。其中，第一個the所引導的子句是副詞子句，隱含If/When + S + V的意義，而第二個the後接的才是主要子句。
• The more you help others, the happier you’ll feel.

→ If/When you help others more, you’ll feel happier.

• The longer people live, the wiser they become.

→ If/When people live longer, they become wiser.

2 兩個子句並不需要在結構上對等（如：形容詞對形容詞、副詞對副詞），只要都是比較級就可以。
• The faster（副詞比較級）you run, the less time（形容詞比較級 + 名詞）you’ll need to finish the race.

3 省略的用法：
主詞是普通名詞而其後動詞為be動詞時，be動詞常被省略。
• The darker the room (is), the bigger the cat’s pupils (are).

• The more a man runs, the greater the loss of his body fat (is).

4 某些常用句會有更省略的說法，整個S + V結構都拿掉，如：
• The sooner, the better.（愈快愈好。）
• The more, the merrier.（人多才熱鬧。）
• More haste, less speed.（欲速則不達。）
注意 但並非所有句子都可以縮減到這種地步，僅限已形成慣用語的某些句子。
