1 本句型在複習複合關係詞，包括複合關係代名詞whatever, whoever, whichever以及複合關係副詞whenever, wherever, however。這幾個字的用法有兩大類別。
2 除了however之外，其他五個字都可以轉換成形容詞子句的結構，因先行詞與關係詞合而為一，故稱「複合關係詞」。
• I’ll have whatever (= anything that) you have.

• Whoever (= Anyone who) did this must know a lot about knives.

• You can choose whichever (= anything which) you want; I’ll pay.

• I get myself a Big Mac whenever (= any time when) I go to a McDonald’s.

• Joe takes his girlfriend wherever ( = any place where) he goes.

3 本課的複合關係詞用法較為特殊，此時-ever通常被翻譯為「無論」，意義等同於連接詞片語no matter。
4 複合關係代名詞部分：
(1) whatever = no matter what

• Whatever you tell him, he won’t believe you.（複合關係詞放句首，則副詞子句需與主要子句以逗點隔開。）
→ He won’t believe you whatever you tell him.（複合關係詞放句中，則不必加逗點。）
→ No matter what you tell him, he won’t believe you.（連接詞片語no matter +名詞子句what you tell him。）
→ He won’t believe you no matter what you tell him.

(2) whoever = no matter who

• Whoever you are, you’re not supposed to come in here.

→ You’re not supposed to come in here whoever you are.

→ No matter who you are, you’re not supposed to come in here.

→ You’re not supposed to come in here no matter who you are.

(3) whichever = no matter which

• You have three options. Whichever you choose, you can’t tell anyone about your decision.

→ You have three options. You can’t tell anyone about your decision whichever you choose.

→ You have three options. No matter which you choose, you can’t tell anyone about your decision.

→ You have three options. You can’t tell anyone about your decision no matter which you choose.

注意 ①whichever/which與whatever/what的區別為：whichever/which暗示有一個已知數量的選項，在其中挑選一項。whatever/what 則無此限制。②whichever/whatever亦可當作形容詞使用，後面加名詞，如：whatever food you eat, whichever choice you make。
5 複合關係副詞部分：此類別用法在結構上與第二大類非常相似，差別僅在意義。
• Whenever he orders French fries, he asks for two packets of ketchup.（whenever所帶領的時間副詞子句修飾後面的主要子句。）
• Whenever you want to see him, he is not available.（whenever帶領的子句為讓步子句，表示「不論何時」之義。）
(1) whenever = no matter when

• Whenever you want to see him, he is not available.

→ He is not available whenever you want to see him.

→ No matter when you want to see him, he is not available.

→ He is not available no matter when you want to see him.

(2) wherever = no matter where

• Wherever you search, you won’t find him.

→ You won’t find him wherever you search.

→ No matter where you search, you won’t find him.

→ You won’t find him no matter where you search.

(3) however = no matter how

• However impossible it may look, I want to give it a try.

→ I want to give it a try however impossible it may look.

→ No matter how impossible it may look, I want to give it a try.

→ I want to give it a try no matter how impossible it may look.

Ⅱ.Review: It is (not)...that...

1這種句型常當作強調用法。把一個正常句子中想要強調的部分，移到 it is 的後面，句子剩餘的部分則擺在that後面。被強調的部分通常是主詞、受詞或副詞。主詞與受詞可為單字或片語，子句則少見。副詞則可為單字、片語或子句。
• John has a crush on Janet.

→ It is John that has a crush on Janet.

（強調主詞）
• The coach asked for you because you’re a good player.

→ It was you that the coach asked for because you’re a good player.

（強調受詞）
• The students had their mid-term exam yesterday.

→ It was yesterday that the students had their mid-term exam.

（強調時間副詞單字）
• The family held their Thanksgiving celebration in a restaurant.

→ It was in a restaurant that the family held their Thanksgiving celebration.

（強調地方副詞片語）
• Someone knocked on the door when I was talking on the phone.

→ It was when I was talking on the phone that someone knocked on the door.

（強調時間副詞子句）
2 本句型只有現在式與過去式（It is/was...that...）兩種變化，無複數形態，亦無完成式形態。that後面的結構則依據正常句子原有的單複數與時態。
• People who are stubborn may refuse to accept new ideas.

→ It is people who are stubborn that may refuse to accept new ideas.（一般句的主詞雖為複數，但it is的結構不變）
3 相關用法：一般來說，英文中的強調句型，都是把被強調的元素儘量往句子前面移動。最常見的強調句都是倒裝句，包括：
(1) 否定意義的頻率副詞：（never/hardly/rarely/seldom...） + 助動詞 + 主詞
• Never did I lie to you.（強調頻率之低）
(2) 副詞only在句首時，句子倒裝：
• Only with Gary’s assistance can you finish the project.（強調副詞片語之唯一性）
(3) 一般副詞倒裝句：
• Up flew the balloons.（強調方向）
