1 此句中的 when/where 為關係副詞，when接在表達時間的名詞後面，where則接在表達地點的名詞後面，引導一個子句。如：
 She showed me the classroom.

 We would take the exam in that classroom.

→ She showed me the classroom where we would take the exam.

2 when子句應當作形容詞子句或副詞子句的分辨原則如下：
(1) when帶領的形容詞子句若跟主要子句的動詞發生時間無關，則為形容詞子句。
• I can’t forget the day when my girlfriend first kissed me.（when子句發生於過去，與發生於現在的forget動作顯然無關，且無法翻譯成「當……時候」，故為形容詞子句。）
(2) when帶領的副詞子句若跟主要子句動詞發生時間有關，則為副詞子句，因為它描述的是該動作發生的時間背景。
• I would study all day when I had a big test coming.（本句的when子句為would study動作發生的時間背景，故為副詞子句。）
3 先行詞place後面應該接where還是which的分辨原則是： 看關係詞在子句裡面的地位，而非在主要子句裡的地位；若為受詞則應用which，且為形容詞子句。
• I went to a famous place where many people go for a good meal.（副詞子句）
• I went to a famous place which many people go to for a good meal.（形容詞子句）
4 相關用法：
如果when與where形容詞子句的先行詞被拿掉，則變成名詞子句。例如：
• I like the place where you got your hair done.

→ I like where you got your hair done.

• I can’t remember the time when I got my first paycheck.

→ I can’t remember when I got my first paycheck.

2 此種虛受詞句型形成的原因是：冗長的字詞放在受詞位置，會讓後面的受詞補語相隔太遠而難以理解，因此把受詞濃縮成it後，補語與受詞的關係就比較好懂了。
• We consider taking advantage of brokenhearted people in their most vulnerable moments immoral.

→ We consider it immoral to take advantage of brokenhearted people in their most vulnerable moments.

3 此句型中的虛受詞 it 有時亦可代替後面的that 名詞子句，如：
• They consider it important that people in different countries live in harmony with each other.
4 相關句型：除了虛受詞外，受詞與副詞（片語）對調的情況也很常見：
• We tried to sell many pieces of used furniture that we no longer liked in a garage sale.

5 在虛受詞用法中，consider與find最為常見，believe則較少用，因為consider與find經常當作不完全及物動詞來使用，但believe的主要用法是完全及物動詞，它的受詞後面較少有補語：
• We consider the painting beautiful.

• We found the game interesting.

• We believed the politician (to be) a liar.

→ We believed (that) the politician was a liar.（較常見）
