• The illness was diagnosed as an infectious disease.

→ whatever/wherever/whoever/whomever/whenever/whichever + S + V, S + V
1 no matter how... + S + V... → however... + S + V...及no matter + wh- + S + V... → wh-ever + S + V...的副詞子句。
2 課文句型：however與no matter how 

No matter how/However + S + V, S + V

(1) no matter how與however（無論多麼；無論如何地）兩者相通，引導副詞子句，置於句首。
• No matter how (→However) hard I may try, I cannot get up early.

• No matter how (→However) cold the weather is, he gets up early to go jogging

every day.

• No matter how (→However) bitterly people criticize Jason, he will never give up.

(2) 表「正反面對比」的however（然而），不可用no matter how替換。
• Many people hold the belief that money is everything; however, it can’t buy true love or good health.

3 課文句型：whatever與no matter what 

No matter what/Whatever + S + V, S + V   
(1) no matter what 與 whatever（無論什麼）兩者相通，引導副詞子句，置於句首。
• No matter what (→Whatever) information you need, you can always find it on the Web.

• No matter what (→Whatever) causes you to feel blue, you had better find a way to beat the blues.

• No matter what (→Whatever) my parents say, I won’t change my mind.

• No matter what (→Whatever) promise you make, you should be responsible for it.

(2) 若whatever表「anything that」時，whatever不可用no matter what替換。
• I am hungry; give me whatever food (→any food that) you have.

4 課文句型：who與whoever

No matter who/Whoever + S + V, S + V

(1) no matter who與whoever（無論誰）兩者相通（但whoever較常用），引導副詞子句，置於句首。
• No matter who (→Whoever) you are, you should obey the law.

• No matter who (→Whoever) does evil things, he or she must be punished according to the law.

(2) 若whoever表「anyone who」時，whoever不可用no matter who替換。
• Give the dictionary and magazines to whoever (→anyone who) needs them.

• This high-paying job will be offered to whoever (→anyone who) has a good command of English.

5 課文句型：whenever與wherever

No matter when/Whenever + S + V, S + V...

No matter where/Wherever + S + V, S + V...

(1) no matter when同whenever（不論何時）引導副詞子句，常置於句首。
(2) no matter where同wherever（不論何處）引導副詞子句，常置於句首。
(3) no matter when與no matter where較少使用，建議同學使用whenever/wherever。
• No matter when (→Whenever) you come to visit me, I will extend my warmest welcome to you.

• No matter when (→Whenever) you leave, remember to turn off the lights and lock the door.

• No matter where (→Wherever) they live, they get along with their neighbors well.

• No matter where (→Wherever) you go, you’ll find that human nature is the same.

6 補充句型：when與where

(1) When/Where + S + V, S + V...

when（當……時）/where（在……地方）引導副詞子句。
• There is an English saying that goes, “Where there is a will, there is a way.”

(2) S + V + when/where + S + V...

when（何時）/where（何處）置於及物動詞之後，引導名詞子句作受詞。
• It is not easy to predict when and where a violent earthquake will happen.

(3) S + V + time/place + when/where + S + V...

when（在那時）/where（在那地方）引導關係子句，修飾前面的時間名詞／地方名詞。
• Most students look forward to the weekend, when they can enjoy some outdoor activities.

• On holidays, I often go to the beach, where I can appreciate the beauty of the glowing sunset.
Ⅱ. Review: ..., as if S +  were/V-ed 
                      had + p.p.
1 本單元介紹由as if（宛如、好像……）引導的副詞子句。此種句型大致分三種：(1) 省略S + V的用法；(2) 表「事實性」的用法；(3) 表「假設性」的用法。
2 複習句型：as if + to VR/V-ing
(1) as if之後的主詞及動詞若省略，可以接分詞或不定詞。
(2) 接分詞表示「好像正在做……」，接不定詞表示「好像要做……」。
• Elva walked to and fro in front of the gates, as if (she were) waiting for someone.

• The old man sat there motionless and speechless, as if (he were) thinking about something.

• I was totally lost in the novel as if (I were) walking into an imaginary world.

• The monster opened its mouth as if (it were going) to devour（吞沒）the little boy.

3 課文句型：as if + S + V-ed

(1) S + V...as if + S + V-ed

as if 後面通常接子句，子句所提及的事情若和事實相反，要用假設語氣。
• She is poor, but she spends money as if she were a millionaire.（假設）
• Are you feeling well? You look as if you were sick.（假設）
(2) S + V...as if + S + V

S + V-ed...as if + S + V-ed

如果說話者認為有可能是事實，則不必用假設語氣。
• It sounds to me as if he needs professional help.（事實）
• The girl looked as if she didn’t understand what I was talking about.（事實）
5 課文句型：as if + S + had p.p.

S + V-ed...as if + S + had p.p.

as if之後接過去完成式，表「與過去事實相反之假設」。
• They lost the game, but they looked as if they had won.

• They met each other yesterday for the first time, but they talked as if they had known each other since their childhood.

6 補充句型：even if/though

Even if/though + S + V, S + V

even if 為表「條件」if 子句的加強用法，強調未來的可能情況；even though 為表「讓步」though子句的加強用法，強調現況或既成的事實。
• Even if I can get a ticket for the concert, my parents won’t let me go.

• Even if he fails repeatedly, he will not give up his ideals/principles.

• Even though that old man is very rich, he doesn’t live a happy life.

• Even though she needs rest badly, she keeps on working.

7 補充句型：其他假設句型
(1) I wish/If only + S + V-ed/had p.p.（與現在事實／過去事實相反）
(2) But for + N, S + V-ed/had p.p.（與現在事實／過去事實相反）
在英文寫作上而言，這些句型常使用在「與現在事實相反的假設」，因此加強補充這一方面的練習。
• She looks beautiful and smart. I wish I were her boyfriend.

• If only I had the money. I would go on (a) vacation to/in Paris.

• But for the birds and flowers, life would be dull.

→ If it were not for the birds and flowers, life would be dull.

→ Were it not for the birds and flowers, life would be dull.
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
