3. reality n. [U,C] 現實；事實　反 unreality

realize vt. 理解；領會；實現
• The lion tamer（馴獸師）realized the danger too late; the lion leaped up and attacked him.

• Roger has been working really hard these years in an effort to realize his dream.

realism n. [U] 現實主義
• The political realism in Taiwan is that there is barely room for a third political party.

6. progressive adj. 先進的；進步的；穩定發展的
progress vi. 進步；前進
• The traffic progressed slowly through the city center since it was rush hour.

progressively adv. 逐步地；持續穩定地
• Our production has been progressively increasing.
7. dramatically adv. 急遽地　同 rapidly；戲劇性地
drama n. [U,C] 戲；戲劇性事件；戲劇
• Mary is a drama major; she is particularly interested in modern drama.

	make a drama out of sth. 大驚小怪；小題大作
• Don’t make a drama out of the argument between you and Henry. It was no big deal.


8. exterior n. [C] (usually sing.) 外部；外觀；外貌　反 interior

external adj. 外部的；外在的；外界的；外來的　反 internal

• You should take both internal and external factors into account when you discuss this matter.
• His dissertation（論文）will be examined by four external examiners.

9. artistic adj. 藝術的
artist n. [C] 藝術家
• Shakespeare is considered the greatest literary artist of all time; so far no one has surpassed his achievement in literature.

artistically adv. 藝術上來說
• The movie has been a success both artistically and commercially: it has a touching story, and many people like it.
10. strand n. [C] （繩、線等的）股；縷；線
strand vt. 使擱淺；使滯留
• Thousands of tourists were stranded at the airport due to the snowstorm.

11. component n. [C] 零件；組成部分
compose vt. vi. 組成；作曲
• One thousand students and one hundred teachers compose my school.

12. revolve vi. 旋轉；圍繞
revolver n. [C] 左輪手槍；旋轉器
• The robber threatened the hostage with a revolver.

• The advisory panel put forward a number of solutions to the country’s current financial problems.

25. revolutionary adj. 革命性的；徹底改革的
revolution n. [C,U] 革命；天體運行
• The serious conflict between the parties started a revolution.

• The invention of the computer marked a revolution in information technology.

• The students are learning about the revolution of the earth around the sun.
revolve vi 圍繞；公轉 vt. 旋轉

• Grace’s life practically revolves around her children.

• The earth revolves around the sun.

• You can revolve the picture with the aid of graphics software.
revolutionize vi. 使發生巨大的改變
• Digital cameras have totally revolutionized the way people take photos.
27. estate n. [C] 一大片私有土地；遺產；階層
• When the man sold the estate that he owned in the city, he became a billionaire.

• When her father died, he left an estate worth ten million dollars.

	(1) 比較 estate 和 property 的不同：
① estate：指土地或房屋，但在指遺產時，則包括金錢：
• My grandpa left us a large estate.

2 複習句型：as當介系詞
(1) S + regard/view/see/think of/look (up)on + O + as + OC 認為……是……
as在此句型中當介系詞使用，且配合動詞形成慣用的動詞片語。
• Many people see money as (being) important, but it is not everything in life.

• Some students think of English as a difficult subject, so they give up learning it.

(2) As + N, S + V → Being + N, S + V 身為……
as和being在此句型中當介系詞使用，其後接表「身分、職業」的名詞。
• As parents, we should set a good example for our children in our words and actions.

• Being teachers, we should stimulate students’ interest in the pursuit of knowledge.

3 複習句型：such + N + as + N的用法
(1) Such + N (= S) + as + N + V...

(2) S + V + such + N (= O) + as + N/V-ing...

such...as...為「像……的」，表舉例說明。另外，請提醒同學注意沒有such + N + like...的用法。
• Such subjects as physics and chemistry are not so easy to learn as you think.

• Such natural resources as our water and forests should be cherished and well-protected.

• Never get into such bad habits as staying up late or being late for school.

4 課文句型：As + V, 主要子句
As + V..., S + V...（as兼當主詞）
本句型的As + V為關係子句，先行詞是後面的主要子句，此種用法是要說明主要子句的整個情形。
• As is (often) the case with him, John came late to class today.

• As is known to most people, eating too much fatty food causes us to gain weight.

• As has been proved, global warming poses a grave threat to the existence of many animals.

5 補充句型：...as + p.p.
S + V...as + (S + be V) + p.p. 如……那樣
本句型中的主詞與動詞（it is/they are/...）常省略，只留下過去分詞，表達「被動」的情況。
• The plane didn’t take off as (it was) scheduled because of a mechanical problem.

• Nina’s Mr. Right didn’t come to her birthday party as (he was) expected. That made her sad.

• The powerful earthquake broke out at the same place as (it had been) predicted.

Ⅱ. Review: adj./adv. as S + V, S + V
1 本句型為倒裝句型，由所引導的子句省略倒裝而來，其改寫步驟如下：(1)將句中的副詞或形容詞移至句首。(2)將although改成as或though。
2 複習句型：副詞片語
Despite/In spite of/Regardless of + N, S + V...

(1)片語中不可出現動詞，應改用動名詞；此外，此片語可置於句首或插入句中。(2)片語常用之句法有：① 介系詞 + 所有格 +adj. + N　② 介系詞 + V-ing + N/adv.

• In spite of his achievements, he is not proud.

• He always says what he thinks, regardless of others’ feelings.

• Despite having good preparation, she still performed poorly in the speech contest.

3 複習句型：Though.../In spite of...

注意 不可與but連用。
(1)英文的兩個子句只能用一個連接詞連接，而though與but均是連接詞，只能擇一使用。(2)使用in spite of...等片語時，因子句只有一個，故不需用連接詞but。
• Though money is important, we can’t live on money alone.

→ 不可用Though money is important, but we...

• In spite of all difficulties, he still works hard.

→ 不可用In spite of all difficulties, but he...

• Despite his sickness, he went to work as usual.

→ 不可用Despite his sickness, but he went...

4 課文句型
(1)此種句型用以加強子句中的形容詞、副詞或名詞。(2)形容詞配合be動詞使用；副詞配合動詞使用。(3)句型中的連接詞as譯為「雖然」，習慣上可用though代換，但不能用although，因為although只能置於句首。(4)使用本句型時， 不可再用連接詞but。
• Although he tried very hard, he still couldn’t pass the driving test.（一般用法）
→ Hard as he tried, he still couldn’t pass the driving test.（加強用法）
• Though he looked very strong, he could not lift the box.（一般用法）
→ Strong as he looked, he could not lift the box.（加強用法）
5 補充句型(1)：省略句型
1� Though + (S + V) adj./N..., S + V...

2� Though + V-ing/p.p., S + V...

注意 though子句的主詞需與主要子句的主詞相同。
• Though (she is) a little girl, she bravely saved her mother from being burned in the car.

• Though (they are) poor, they live a peaceful as well as contented life.

• Though having tried his best, the doctor still could not save the patient’s life.

• Though (he was) punished often by his mom, the child was still attached to her.

6 補充句型(2)：while的用法
1� While + S + V, S + V...

2� While + S + be V-ing, S + V...

③
S + V..., while + S + V...

句型①的while譯為「雖然」；句型②的while譯為「當……時」；句型③的while譯為「然而」，此, while可用; however,代替。
• While I believe you are innocent, others don’t.

• While some people respect him, others despise him.

• While I was traveling, I made acquaintances with many foreign people.

• Some people are easy to get along with, while/; however, others are not.
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
